THP Limited Wins Engineering Excellence Award for The Ascent

Cincinnati, Ohio – THP Limited, a structural and architectural engineering design firm, proudly announces it is the recipient of the 2009 Grand Award for Engineering Excellence from the American Council of Engineering Companies (ACEC) Ohio for its work on The Ascent at Roebling’s Bridge. 

The Engineering Excellence Awards recognize engineering firms for projects that demonstrate a high degree of achievement, value and ingenuity.  The Grand Award is the highest achievement a project can receive from the Ohio ACEC awards program.

THP’s structural engineers worked closely with world-renowned architect Daniel Libeskind and GBBN Architects to create the challenging architectural features required for this iconic landmark building.  Shayne Manning, a Managing Director/Partner in Charge of THP Limited states, “The Ascent was an engineering feat with the most significant challenges including creating the building’s sloping façade and the pitched roof. It was extremely satisfying being part of this cohesive architectural/engineering team that rose to the challenge.” 

The $48 million, 310,000 square feet, one-of-a kind luxury riverfront residential development features:
The 22-story residential tower consists of 72 custom designed condominiums.  Along the curving north façade, thin balconies, almost transparent, project out from the building.  This provides residents with unobstructed views of the Ohio River, the Cincinnati skyline and surrounding hillsides.  The east façade at the roofline leans outward 34 feet from the base of the building-emphasizing the ascending sweep of the tower.
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The roof is a curving, sloped, steel-framed roof that ascends vertically 160 feet, beginning from the 12th floor at an angle of 34 degrees before reaching a final height of 300 feet at its pinnacle.  Nine terrace areas interrupt the roof plan along the north elevation.  


In addition to The Ascent, THP has designed and been awarded engineering excellence on many of Cincinnati’s complex signature architect designed buildings including the Vontz Center for Molecular Studies – Frank O. Gehry; Rosenthal Center for Contemporary Art – Zaha Hadid; Campus Recreation Center at the University of Cincinnati – Thom Mayne of Morphosis; and the Richard E. Lindner Athletic Center – Bernard Tschumi.
