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THP Limited Lands Seven Projects On Military Bases
Cincinnati, Ohio –THP Limited, Inc., a structural engineering and parking consulting firm, today announced that it is providing structural engineering design for seven projects on three military bases throughout the country. The projects represent $400 million in new construction.

According to Shayne Manning, managing principal for THP, designing structurally sound facilities for military operations is significantly different from designing facilities for the commercial/institutional/residential markets. A main point of differentiation for these projects is that they are each Design/Build projects. Under the Design/Build model, the project’s owner, users, designers and contractors – like THP – work closely with one another throughout the entire construction process, from project inception through occupancy.  

“In a typical construction process, a project’s owner will hire several different subcontractors, each of which has a very specific role to play. These subcontractors generally interface with one another, but are considered separate pieces of the puzzle,” Manning explains. “In a Design/Build model, the team is in place and working together from the very beginning. A great synergy must exist between all members of the team, in order to find creative and economical solutions both to win the project, and to complete it.” 

Military projects also differ from commercial, institutional and residential projects in that they have a unique set of design challenges associated with them. “Security measures such as anti-terrorism blast requirements are an unusual criterion for an office building or a private residence – but they are essential when designing for military use,” Manning says. 
The seven projects with which THP is currently associated include:

· Acquisition Management (Building 12) and Materials Laboratory (Building 17) Renovation, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base (Dayton, Ohio):  THP serves not only as the structural engineer for blast strengthening of these historic facilities but also as the façade consultant for their historic preservation.  Total cost is $18 million.

· Fort Benning Training Support Brigade Complex Phase II and Unit Maintenance Activity Building (Fort Benning, Ga.): A total of 300,000 square feet of training facilities with a total cost of $82 million. 
· Fort Bragg Unaccompanied Enlisted Personnel Housing (Fort Bragg, N.C.):  A 279,000 square foot, five story personnel housing facility for $45 million. 
· Marine Corps Reserve Center, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base (Dayton, Ohio):  A 32,000 square feet, $9.5 million reserve center with training, office, and maintenance facilities.
· Human Performance Wing, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base (Dayton, Ohio): A new, 680,000 square feet human performance research facility. The total project tops $195 million.
· Sensors Directorate Laboratory Addition and Office Building, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base (Dayton, Ohio):  The 110,000 square foot (total) test facility and office will cost over $44 million.

· Signature Laboratory, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base (Dayton, Ohio): An $8.5 million, 35,000 square-foot addition for the existing Signature Laboratory.
